Purpose of the role 

 
Working under instruction of the senior electrician, responsible for ensuring the Estate’s electrical 
infrastructure is maintained in good, safe and efficient working order and is fully compliant with all 
relevant regulations and codes of practice.  
 

Key responsibilities 

 

• Develop and maintain positive working relationships with all customers. 

• Carry out emergency light testing procedures and associated repairs. 

• Carry out electrical remedial repairs across a range of estate buildings. 

• Planned maintenance tasks such as lamp changes and generators checks. 

• Support the T&I and associated remedial works of fixed wire installations across domestic and 
commercial properties.
